In summary, this act prohibits
discrimination and requires
organizations that are open to
the general public or for em-
ployment to be readily acces-
sible to all disabled individu-
als. the act requires tenants
and landlords to decide re-
sponsibility for ADA compli-
ance obligations within their
lease or contract. If an organi-
zation fails to become compli-
ant, then they will be subject
to civil monetary penalties.
